   We are excited to announce a library and 
reading program that will be launching soon 
after the first of the year.  Our library will 
consist of approved books for you and your 
children’s enjoyment.  The idea is simple.  
This is a book share program, and our      
inventory will build as families enjoy our 
books.  When you borrow a book, leave a 
book for others to enjoy.  Books will receive 
an ABC Seal of Approval sticker after they 
have been reviewed.  If you don’t have a 
book to leave, don’t let that stop you from 
borrowing our books.

   We will also be issuing your children a 
reading log at the beginning of each month.
