
 

FALL ENROLLMENT 
 

The time is now!! You should have            
received your enrollment packet on         
Tuesday, January 23rd.  There has been a 
slight increase in tuition for next year.       
Tuition for preschool will be $210/month, 
and $215/month for Kindergarten.  Please 
turn in your packet by Thursday, February 
1st, along with the $25.00 enrollment fee 
to hold your child’s place.  
 

September Tuition of $210 for preschool 
and $215 for Kindergarteners is due by 
May 10th to guarantee placement for the 
fall.  Feel free to call if you have any      
questions.  
 

You may enroll siblings at the same time as 
your child currently in the program, even if 
your older child is moving on to grade 
school.   
 

If your child is entering a three year old 
class, please be aware that he or she must be  
toilet trained.  Any three year old that is not 
fully trained will be placed in our younger 
three’s class, but must be as close to fully 
trained as possible.   
 

If your child is not fully trained by July 
15th, please let us know so that he/she will 
be placed in the appropriate class.

COLD AND FLU SEASON 
As always, we ask that you keep your 
child home from school if any of the    
following applies: 
 

*(S)He has a fever or has had 
one during the previous 24 
hours. (Child must be fever 
free for 24 hours without the 
use of  fever reducing medicines) 
*(S)He has a cold or flu that is less than 4 
 days old. 
*(S)He has a heavy nasal discharge or a 
 constant cough. 
*(S)He has vomited or has had diarrhea in 
 the last 24 hours. 
*(S)He has symptoms of a possible       
communicable disease. 
*(S)He has an unexplained rash. 
*(S)He has exhibited behavior that is not 
 typical of him/herself when healthy 
 (weepy, lethargic, etc.)

KINDERGARTEN AT ABC

but it will require parental involvement.   
 

Enrollment will be on a first come, first 
serve basis.
