
TUITION 
 

Please remember that your  
September tuition is now 
due.  
 

You will be paying $195 for preschool and 
$205 for kindergarten because you have     
already paid your $25 enrollment fee.  Paying 
your September tuition by May 16th is the 
only way to hold your child’s placement for 
Fall.  
 

We offer a 5% discount if you want to pay 
your tuition in full. Preschool is regularly 
$1980/year.  If paid in full, tuition is 
$1881.00. Kindergarten is regularly $2070/
year.  If paid in full, tuition is $1966.50.
